Notes on some of your options

A broad and banced curriculumiYou can choose any five option subjects from the list, but you should
think carefully about selecting a balanced curriculum from across the range of subjects. As a rule of thumb
if you have selected subjects from at least three faculgaaryou will have a broad and balanced choice.

BTECare level 2 qualifications which means they are equivalent to GCSEs. The main difference between
BTECs and GCSEs is in the way in which they are assessed. Instead of exams and coursework, BTECs are
assessed continuously throughout the course. A BTEC PASS is equivalent to a C grade at GCSE, a MERIT is
equivalent to a Byrade and a DISTINCTION to one A/A* gr&ieen the demand of continuous

assessment, we recommend that students do not take more thafiEXBcoursePlease note in the past

one BTEC pass was equivalent to two GCSE grades, this will no longer be the case, it will worth the same as
one GCSE.

ScienceEveryone will study science. For most students this will be a double award leadingC®ESG

Some of you may be invited to follow a Functional Skills course alongside a single award science. You may
also choose Triple Science as one of your options. This will mean that you sit three GCSEs in biology,
chemistry and physics.

Foundation Learnigis a highly personalised programme which enables students working at or below Level
1 to achieve a range of qualifications.

Enterprise and Vocational Learning Skiksa Foundation Learning life skills course. It leads to a
gualification which is equatent to whole or part of a GCSE.

Sports:If you select to study Sport / PE as an option, the PE department will recommend whether you
should specialise in a GCSE PE or the BTEC course. This will depend on which one they believe will give you
the best chane of success.

Statistics:If you select Statistics / FSMQ option you may choose, with the support of the Maths
department, to study for the Free Standing Qualification in Maths. This is an AS (level 3) equivalent course.

Accelerated Frencly we expect 8 our students in the Accelerated French groups to achieve arCA*
grade in French GCSE by the end of Year 9. If you do not achieve this, you will be required to take French as
one of your options.

Students who have studied GCSE French may be altiedip Spanish GCSE. If you are interested in this,
you should discuss it with Mrs Tate.

The French GCSE taken at the end of Year 9, counts towards the English Baccalaureate.

Advanced FrenchEor those students who have been studying GCSE French in Year 9, you can opt for this
course. You will gain an AS French qualification .

Avalilability of coursesWe will do our best to ensure that you are able to study your first 5 options, but this
will not always be possible because of timetabling constraints. You may have to study your reserve choice,
or choose an alternative option. If this happens we will talk to you to make sure that you are happy with

the final combination of subjects. We cannot gaiatee that all the courses listed on the option form will

run. If there is insufficient interest in a course that you have chosen, we will have to reallocate your choices
¢ again we will talk to you if this happens.
